RE: Change in Cyclosporine, Everolimus, and Sirolimus reporting

Beginning Monday February 14, 2022, quantification of whole blood cyclosporine, everolimus, and sirolimus will be referred to Mayo Clinic Laboratories for analysis. 

This temporary change is necessary to accommodate the severe, ongoing staffing constraints in the Special Chemistry Laboratory and will be accompanied by a change in the reference intervals as detailed in the table below.

This change will also affect the turnaround time for results reporting. Samples destined for testing at Mayo are sent Monday through Friday, and Mayo performs testing daily. Samples collected on the weekends (Friday afternoon, Saturday, and Sunday) will be sent for analysis on Monday with results expected on Tuesday.  

This change in testing will not affect whole blood Tacrolimus testing.
