What is changing?
The DH Laboratory for Clinical Genomics and Advanced Technology (CGAT) provides next generation sequencing of somatic (tumor) whole exomes on FFPE tissue specimens using the DH-CancerSeq Assay. 

Effective December 2, 2025, Homologous Recombination Deficiency (HRD) Testing is included in the DH CancerSeq assay for ovarian cancers. The qualitative detection of HRD by DH CancerSeq replaces the Myriad Genetics send out test [MyChoice® HRD Test].

Why are we making this change? 
This is a qualitative assay to detect HRD in ovarian cancer patients who may be eligible for HRD-biomarker driven poly (ADP-Ribose) polymerase inhibitor (PARPi) therapy. This in-house HRD assay, a laboratory developed test (LDT), will provide a more rapid turn-around-time for our providers and patients.
