In addition to being orderable individually using the eDH order numbers listed above, the Milk, Egg White, and Sesame Seed components can also be ordered as a reflex option when placing orders for the corresponding whole allergen target. When the reflex option is selected, the appropriate allergy components will be automatically added on only if the whole allergen IgE concentration is greater than or equal to 0.35 kU/L.

The addition of these tests to our in-house test menu is part of our ongoing efforts to improve test turn-around-time and to reduce overall testing costs. Additional allergy targets are currently being evaluated and will be added to the test menu in the coming months.
