Re:    	New In-House Test Offerings at the DH Manchester Laboratory: Plasma Beta-Human Chorionic Gonadotropin (HCG) & Troponin-T, High Sensitivity 


What is changing?

Effective April 21, 2026, the DH Manchester Laboratory will perform plasma Beta-Human Chorionic Gonadotropin (HCG, Quantitative) [LAB143] and plasma Troponin-T, High Sensitivity [LAB2301] tests in-house. These tests will no longer route to external hospitals. Samples required STAT at DH Nashua and DH Concord Clinics for this testing will be sent to the DH Manchester Laboratory.  


Why is this change being made?

The chemistry testing menu has been updated to better meet the needs of our patients in the Southern Region.  


What do Providers need to do?

Expect shorter turn-around times for plasma HCG and Troponin-T testing. Note that results will file directly into Epic with this change.
