Re:           New Procedure for Ordering Special Coagulation Testing  

Effective May 17 2026 there will be a change to the ordering of special coagulation testing. Most of special coagulation ordering will now happen using 2 new Lab Procedures: COAGULATION BLEEDING TESTS [LAB2821] and COAGULATION THROMBOSIS TESTS [LAB2822]. All previous individual lab procedures that are now inside LAB2821 and LAB2822 will no longer be available to order outside of LAB2821 and LAB2822 and will be removed from all personal and department preference lists. 

COAGULATION BLEEDING TESTS [LAB2821] will encompass most tests and panels for evaluation of bleeding disorders.
· Complete Bleeding Screen: Includes Routine Coag tests, Factor 8, VWF Antigen, VWF Activity and additional reflex testing. Recommended for initial evaluation of most patients
· Only available for patients in an ambulatory setting. 
· Mixing Study: Includes Routine Coag Tests with reflexes as needed
· Evaluation for Hemophilia: Factor 8, Factor 9, Factor 11
· Evaluation for vWD: Factor 8, VWF Antigen and VWF Activity
· Individual Factor Tests: Includes individual factors and VWF antigen/activity

COAGULATION THROMBOSIS TESTS [LAB2822] will encompass tests and panels for evaluation of thrombosis.
· Antithrombin: is the only test available for inpatient use. All other thrombosis testing is only available in an ambulatory setting.
· Complete Thrombosis/Antiphopholipid Screen: Routine coag tests and additional thrombosis reflex testing. Recommended for initial evaluation of most patients
· Antiphospholipid Testing 
· Includes dRVVT, Silica Clotting Time, Anticardiolipin Antibodies and Beta-2-Glycoprotein Antibodies
